Highlights This Week:
Governor Proposes Funding, Tuition Hikes for Higher Education:  In his budget released Monday,
Governor Frank Keating recommended that the Oklahoma higher education system be appropriated
$777.5 million, an increase in state funding of $19.6 million above the current year level of $757.9 mil-
lion.  In addition, the Governor proposed an across-the-board tuition increase of 9% and higher remedial
course fees estimated to generate another $20 million in revenue for colleges and universities.

Senators Announce Education Plan:  On Thursday, several members of the Senate Education Commit-
tee proposed a new “Oklahoma Educational Standards and Accountability Plan” which would include
two new major college scholarship programs.  The Oklahoma HOPE Scholarship Program would provide
three levels of tuition scholarships for high school students.  The different Oklahoma Hope Scholarship
levels would be based on completion of a specified core curriculum, high school grade point averages,
and ACT test scores.  In addition, the program would offer adult students a tax credit upon completion of
a degree.  The second scholarship, the Special Need Scholarship for Math and Science Teachers, would
offer awards covering tuition, books and fees for prospective teachers who commit to teaching in Okla-
homa in high-need subject and geographic areas.

Senators sponsoring the proposal include: Sen. Cal Hobson (D – Lexington), Chair of the Senate Appro-
priations Subcommittee on Education; Sen. Penny Williams (D – Tulsa), Chair of the Senate Education
Committee; Sen. Mike Morgan (D – Stillwater); Sen. Brad Henry (D – Shawnee); Sen. Ted Fisher (D –
Sapulpa); and Sen. Johnnie Crutchfield (D – Ardmore).

House Speaker’s Education Plan Advances:  A major education initiative sponsored by House Speaker
Loyd Benson was approved this week by a House subcommittee.  On Thursday, the Common Education

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Subcommittee of the House Education Committee approved HB 1759, which includes a proposed Okla-
homa Tuition Scholarship Program.  The program would offer a tuition scholarship for the first two years
of college to high school graduates that:  complete a college preparatory curriculum; achieve the mini-
mum ACT score required for admission to a regional university (currently 19; scheduled to increase to 20
beginning fall 2000); and remain free of any criminal or delinquent conviction.  The bill also provides
that the scholarship would be reduced or eliminated if the student received other financial aid for tuition
purposes.  The bill will next be considered in the full House Education Committee.

Oil Tax Cut Bill Creates Accounts for Higher Education:  The oil tax cut bill approved by the Legisla-
ture and sent to the Governor this week creates two new higher education accounts that could receive oil
revenue if the price ever reaches $14 per barrel.  The bill, HB 1003X, cuts the oil tax from 7% to 1%
when the price is below $14 per barrel [currently the price is about $10 per barrel].  If the price of oil is
between $14-$17, the tax would increase from 1% to 4%; if the price reaches $17 or higher, the tax will
return to its original 7%.  However, any additional revenue collected at the 4% and 7% rates will no
longer go to the state’s General Revenue Fund.  Rather, the bill creates five new accounts to receive this
revenue—30% to the Common Education Technology Fund; 30% to the Higher Education Capital Fund;
30% to the Oklahoma Tuition Scholarship Fund; 5% for county roads and bridges; and 5% to the Rural
Economic Action Plan (REAP) Water Projects Fund.  To review the actual text of the final version of the
bill, go to:  http://www.lsb.state.ok.us/docs/hb1003x_sahb.rtf .

Companion Bill to Oil Tax Cut Pares Agency Budgets:  HB 1001X, also approved by the Legislature
this week, will cut appropriations to state agencies’ FY’99 budgets by $29 million to pay for the oil tax
cut.  While the budgets of local schools, vo-techs and higher education institutions were spared, most
other agency budgets were reduced.  The cuts included a reduction of nearly $59,000 from the operations
budget of the State Regents for Higher Education.  The bill’s text is available at:

Bill to Move Tuition Authority Clears Subcommittee:  A bill that would allow the State Regents for
Higher Education to set tuition rates within certain bounds was approved by the Higher Education Sub-
committee of the House Education Committee on Tuesday.  HB 1131, by Rep. Dale Wells (D – Cushing)
would remove specific dollar limits on tuition from state law and give the State Regents some flexibility
in setting tuition rates.  However, the bill would limit any tuition increase to inflation plus 3%.  In addi-
tion, no tuition increase would be allowed if state appropriations increased by 5% or more.  Also, the bill
would allow the Legislature to retain an ultimate “veto” power over tuition increases.  The bill calls for
the State Regents to set tuition and fees by May 15 of each year, at which time the Legislature could dis-
approve the recommendations with a majority vote of both the House and Senate.

Bill to Expand Library Privileges Fails:  HB 1128, by Rep. Dan Webb (R – Oklahoma City), would
have granted any Oklahoma citizen free checkout privileges at college libraries.  Currently, the libraries
and materials are available for public use, but checkout privileges are normally limited to students and
faculty.  In addition, most colleges assess students a library resource fee, up to $1.50 per semester credit
hour, to support library operations.  The bill failed on a voice vote in the Higher Education Subcommittee
of the House Education Committee.

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Remedial Education Bill Withdrawn:  The author of a bill that would have prohibited the offering of
any remedial education courses at comprehensive and regional universities withdrew the bill from con-
sideration this week.  Rep. Carolyn Coleman’s (R – Moore) bill, HB 1710, would have required all reme-
dial education courses to be conducted at two-year colleges, which currently provide about 75% of all
remedial coursework.  During an earlier discussion of the bill in the Higher Education Subcommittee of
the House Education Committee, concerns were presented about place-bound students without a nearby
two-year college.  The bill is not expected to receive further consideration this session.  However, a
similar bill in the Senate, SB 474 by Sen. Kathleen Wilcoxson (R – Oklahoma City) is scheduled to be
heard in the Senate Education Committee on Monday, February 8 (see notice below).

SENATE BILLS

SB 2 (Monson) - HEALTH INSURANCE/MENTAL ILLNESS.  Requires group health insurance and
health benefit plans to include coverage for treatment of adults, adolescents and children with severe
mental illness; permits insurers to offer such benefits through a managed care system; requires that such
benefits be equal to treatment of and subject to the same preauthorization and utilization review mecha-
nisms as all other physical diseases and disorders; provides an exemption for policies providing coverage
for a specified disease or other limited benefit coverage and for groups with 50 or fewer employees; de-
fines "severe mental illness" as schizophrenia, bipolar disorder (manic-depressive illness), major depres-
sion, panic disorder, obsessive-compulsive disorder and schizoaffective disorder; makes such require-
ment inapplicable to an agreement, contract or policy in which such coverage will result in an increase of
more than 3 percent in premium cost.  (36 §§ 6060.10, 6060.11)

SB 7 (Williams) - ROGERS UNIVERSITY. This is a shell bill relating to the Board of Regents of
Rogers University.  (70 § 4670)

SB 10 (Ford) - BOARD EMPLOYEES.  Permits a state board or commission to employ a state em-
ployee who is an ex officio member of that board or commission and who is required by law to be a
member of that entity.  (74 § 4257)

SB 12 (Long) - COLLEGE SAVINGS PLAN/INCOME TAX.  Merges duplicate sections relating to
revenue and taxation, which provides an income tax exemption for interest received from a College Sav-
ings Plan account until the taxable year that such interest is withdrawn from the account pursuant to cer-
tain guidelines.  (68 § 2358)

SB 19 (Maddox) - ANSWERING MACHINES/VOICE MAIL.  Requires that the primary telephone
number at state agencies be answered by an agency employee during normal business hours; prohibits the
use of an answering device on the primary telephone designated to receive calls from the public during
normal business hours or forwarded to a telephone that is not answered by an employee; provides an ex-
ception to allow agencies to use answering devices to answer calls during other than normal business
hours and calls to other numbers the agency maintains.  (74 § 3306)

SB 22 (Horner) - OKLAHOMA HIGHER LEARNING ACCESS PROGRAM FOR TEACHER
PREPARATION.  Authorizes the State Regents to establish and maintain an Oklahoma Higher Learning
Access Program for Teacher Preparation, an incentive scholarship program to encourage the preparation
of teachers, including minority teachers, in critical shortage area for the public schools at one or more of
the state’s public or private higher education institutions; requires that priority consideration be given to
prospective teachers from under-represented minority groups and prospective teachers who meet the
same requirements as for the existing Oklahoma Higher Learning Access Program (OHLAP); states leg-
islative intent that the Regents create a committee comprising educators, teacher educators from the par-
ticipating institutions, other professionals from critical shortage area fields and representatives of public
schools and the Department of Education to recommend to the Regents further criteria for selection of
participants, procedures for admission, procedures and instruments for assessing the effectiveness of the
program and any other criteria or procedures deemed necessary by the Regents; requires the committee to
deliver a report on the program to the Legislature by July 1 of each year.
