Joint Resolution No. 4
Fiscal Year 2008 State Funding for Higher Education

WHEREAS, The Oklahoma State System for Higher Education enjoyed an exceptional
budget year for Fiscal Year 2007 (FYQ7), receiving an unprecedented state appropriation that
was a fourteen and six-tenths percent (14.6%) increase over the prior year; and,

WHEREAS, the students at Oklahoma’s public institutions of higher education have
benefited greatly as a result of the FYQ7 elevated funding level, with the availability of more
courses, and moderation in the level of tuition increases.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Student Advisory Board to the
Oklahoma State Regents for Higher Education:

THAT the State Regents make every effort to ensure that their Fiscal Year 2008 request
for an increase of $171.03 million in funding through state appropriations is secured.
